Local Rules - Shey Copse Course

|. OUT OF BOUNDS (Rule 27-1)

a) Beyond any fence or hedge bordering
the course.

b) On the driving range.

c) When playing the 3rd hole, a ball which
finishes beyond the line of white posts
to the right of the hole.

2. STONES AND BUNKERS (Rule 24-1)
Stones in bunkers are movable
obstructions and may be removed
without penalty.

3. STAKED TREES (Rule 24-2)
If a staked tree interferes with the
player's stance or the area of his intended
swing, the ball must be lifted without
penalty and dropped in accordance with
rule 24-2b (within one club length of the
nearest point of relief).

4. SPRINKLERS (Rule 24-2)
All pop-up sprinkler heads, travelling
sprinklers and their hoses are immovable
obstructions and relief from interference
may be obtained under Rule 24-2b.
